


Major Behaviors

Definition

Profanity/
Obscene Acts

Student delivers verbal or physical messages (e.g. middle finger)
that include swearing, name calling or use of words or actions in
an inappropriate way that is directed at someone.

Fighting/ Physical

Student engages in actions involving serious physical contact

Aggression where injury may occur. (e.g. hitting, punching, biting, hitting with
object, kicking, hair pulling, scratching, throwing, etc)

Defiance Student engages in refusal, or continuous refusal, to follow
direction, talks back and/or delivers socially rude interactions that
impede instruction.

Disrespect Student engages in continuous verbal or non-verbal displays of
rudeness or discourtesy such as inappropriate gestures, arguing,
or yelling that impedes instruction.

Harassment/ Student delivers disrespectful messages (verbal or gestural) to

Sexual another person that includes threats and intimidation, obscene

Harassment/ gestures, pictures or written notes. Disrespectful messages

Bullying include negative comments based on race, religion, gender, age
and/or national origin; sustained or intense verbal attacks based
on ethnic origin, disabilities or other personal matters.

Theft Student is in possession of, having passed on, or being
responsible for removing someone else’s property without that
person’s permission.

Other Student engages in problem behavior that is not listed above

such as truancy, destruction of property, vandalism, possession of
a weapon, etc.
